European Charter for Regional or Minority Languages
Recommendations concerning 
Asturian/Bable in Spain
Every three years, the Council of Europe’s independent Committee of Experts monitors the application of the Charter in a state. It summarises its observations in an evaluation report which also contains several specific recommendations. 
In the Committee of Experts’ practice, such recommendations “encourage” the state to take concrete measures to improve the political, legal or practical situation of a minority language in a particular field. If the state does not implement a recommendation, the Committee of Experts often repeats it in the following evaluation report(s). Repeated recommendations are formulated more firmly and usually “urge” (first repetition) or “strongly urge” (second repetition) the state to take the requested measure.
Recommendations which the Committee of Experts considers particularly important and urgent appear in a box. 

On the basis of the evaluation report and the Committee of Experts’ recommendations, the Committee of Ministers of the Council of Europe (Ministers of Foreign Affairs) may address some general recommendations to the state which are appended to the evaluation report.

Recommendations of the Committee of Experts [ECRML(2008)5]
33.  The Committee of Experts encourages the Spanish authorities to carry out surveys in cooperation with the speakers of regional or minority languages. This could be based on ad hoc studies, special surveys, polls or any other scientifically sound methods to improve the scope and accuracy of the data.

35.  The Committee of Experts urges the Spanish authorities to provide updated official data.

92.  The Committee of Experts encourages the authorities to consider in collaboration with the speakers the possibilities of improving the current level of protection provided by the Statute of Autonomy.

112.  The Committee of Experts urges the authorities to provide information in the next round on resolute action taken by the authorities, especially in the fields of education and the media.

131.  The Committee of Experts […] urges the Spanish authorities to provide information on the promotion of the use of the language in public life.

148.  […] The Committee of Experts […] encourages the relevant bodies and authorities to establish a forum for dialogue and co-operation with representatives of all the regional or minority languages.

183.  The Committee of Experts asks the authorities to comment in their next report on the possibility to use Asturian in study and research at universities or equivalent institutions in Asturia.

196.  […] The Committee of Experts would welcome information in the next periodical report on the way this [Organic Law 2/2006 of 3 May 2006 on Education] is implemented in particular in regions where regional or minority languages do not have co-official status.
197.  […] The Committee of Experts urges the authorities to take further action in this particular field [media].
199.  […] The Committee of Experts encourages the authorities to promote all regional or minority languages which do not have co-official status, especially in the field of education and the media.
The Committee of Experts encourages the Spanish authorities to take measures to improve the awareness and understanding of regional or minority languages in Spain, especially with regard to languages which do not have a co-official status.
The Committee of Experts also urges the Spanish authorities to take measures regarding in particular national written or broadcast media to reflect on the plurilingual nature or the State and to include respect, understanding and tolerance for those languages of Spain.

202.  […] The Committee of Experts […] looks forward to receiving more information in the next round on how this Language Council [Council of Official Languages in the General State Administration] operates, in particular as a link between the speakers and the authorities.
203.  The Committee of Experts […] calls on the authorities to report on those languages [that are not necessarily recognised by the Statutes of Autonomy as an official language, but that are nevertheless covered by Part II of the Charter] as well in the forthcoming periodical report.
Recommendations of the Committee of Ministers [RecChL(2008)5]
The Committee of Ministers […] [r]ecommends that the authorities of Spain take account of all the observations of the Committee of Experts and, as a matter of priority:

3.  ensure the presence of all regional or minority languages in state owned public services;
4.  consider in collaboration with the Asturian speakers, the possibilities of improving the current level of protection provided by the Statute of Autonomy to Asturian;

Recommendations of the Committee of Experts [ECRML(2005)4]
63.  […] The Spanish authorities are encouraged to take account of these remarks [the initial periodical report is of a formal nature; overall comments referring to various undertakings at the same time instead of specifically commenting on the fulfilment of each individual undertaking] in the preparation of their next periodical report and in their further contribution to the next monitoring round.

94.  […] Although the competent authorities show a commitment in principle to promote this language, a greater effort to promote the specific identity of Galician in the Asturias seems to be necessary.

150.  With regard to the Central Council of Universities' refusal to authorise the establishment of a proper university degree in Bable/Asturian, the Committee of Experts encourages the Spanish authorities to clarify the situation, and in particular to explain the reasons for the Central Council's decision, taking account of the fact that the Academy of the Asturian language has completed its work of standardisation and Oviedo University has carried out considerable philological research.
