Recommendations concerning 
Low German
in the Land of Mecklenburg-Western Pomerania in Germany
Every three years, the Council of Europe’s independent Committee of Experts monitors the application of the Charter in a state. It summarises its observations in an evaluation report which also contains several specific recommendations. 
In the Committee of Experts’ practice, such recommendations “encourage” the state to take concrete measures to improve the political, legal or practical situation of a minority language in a particular field. If the state does not implement a recommendation, the Committee of Experts often repeats it in the following evaluation report(s). Repeated recommendations are formulated more firmly and usually “urge” (first repetition) or “strongly urge” (second repetition) the state to take the requested measure.
Recommendations which the Committee of Experts considers particularly important and urgent appear in a box. 

On the basis of the evaluation report and the Committee of Experts’ recommendations, the Committee of Ministers of the Council of Europe (Ministers of Foreign Affairs) may address some general recommendations to the state which are appended to the evaluation report.

The Committee of Experts encourages the authorities of Mecklenburg-Western Pomerania to adopt a structured policy with a view to making more systematic the possibility for the persons concerned to be received and treated in Low German in social care facilities.

The Committee of Ministers […] [r]ecommends that the German authorities take account of all the observations of the Committee of Experts and, as a matter of priority:

1.  adopt specific legal provisions, where these are still lacking, in order to ensure the practical implementation of the undertakings which Germany has entered into under the Charter;

2.  take action to improve provision and allocate adequate resources for regional or minority language teaching and in particular:

· increase the number of hours devoted to, and provide clear guidelines for, Low German teaching in the Länder concerned;

3.  reverse the decline in study and research opportunities for Low German, Sater Frisian and Lower Sorbian and improve facilities for teacher training;

4.  ensure that an effective monitoring mechanism exists in the field of education for all regional or minority languages covered under Part III;

5.  take resolute action to establish a structured policy for making it practically possible to use regional or minority languages in dealings with the administration and, where relevant, in the courts;

6.  create incentives to increase the provision for regional or minority languages in private broadcasting.

The Committee encourages the authorities to adopt specific legislation and administrative measures in the various fields covered by the Charter, especially those of the administration and the judiciary.

2.  establish specific planning and monitoring mechanisms and ensure adequate resource allocation in the field of education ;

4.  improve basic and further teacher training for all regional and minority languages;

5.  
establish a structural policy for making it practically possible to use regional or minority languages in dealings with the administration and, where relevant, in the courts;

6.  make the speakers of the regional or minority languages more aware that they have the possibility to avail themselves of the right to use their language before administrative and, where relevant, judicial authorities;

7.  take a more active approach towards promoting the presence of the regional or minority languages in the media.
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
